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GREETINGS 
In October 2005, Hurricane “Wilma” spawned a small tornado which damaged the roof of Faith 
Lutheran Church.  Loy Construction Co. of Punta Gorda was contracted to repair the structure, 
but delayed the work.  As the rainy season approached, another company was brought in to 
complete the work, which they did.  Our insurance covered the cost. 
 
In May 2010, Loy Construction sued FLC for breach of contract.  The court ruled that we owed 
Loy $38,129 in damages, court costs and Loy’s attorney’s fees.  In consultation with appellate 
attorney, Mr. Robert Donald, our council recommended and the congregation voted on Sunday 
July 4th against an expensive appeal which had a 30-40% chance of success. 
 
At present, the court has yet to indicate its costs for which we are responsible.  Loy’s attorney 
has yet to indicate their costs also.  (If the attorney’s fees come in as excessive, we have 
opportunity to appeal to the court to reduce them.) 
 
That is where things stand at present.  Your council is researching alternatives to satisfy this 
judgment and will keep the congregation informed as information becomes known.  Please 
keep Faith Lutheran Church in your prayers in the days ahead.  God has a plan for us.  We 
pray for patience as the answer unfolds.
